5. Open up Photoshop- use the search
6. Once the program opens open your picture.
7. Crop your image first, click the crop button:

Next, at the top of the screen, where is says unconstrained, use the drop down menu and select size and resolution.  Type in 6 X 9 either landscape or portrait orientation is okay.  

Draw an arrow to the drop down menu:

Click the checkmark in the upper right to accept the crop
9. Make the picture black and white by going to image>adjustments>black and white
10. Under filter>filter gallery>artistic > cut-out
11. Choose between 4, 5, or 6 layers (four being the easiest, 6 being the most difficult)

12. Next adjust the edge simplicity to what you like.  Talk to me if your hair is really complicated or if parts of your person aren’t showing up.
13. Sharpen your image:  Filter>Sharpen>Smart sharpen adjust the amount and radius to bring out the shapes.

START TRANSFERING YOUR DRAWING TO YOUR FINAL WATERCOLOR PAPER AND BEGIN PAINTING

1. Create borders where your two portraits will be on the large white watercolor paper using painter’s tape.  Be sure to make it less sticky.



2.  You may need to outline your graphite drawing in black marker.
3. Trace your drawing LIGHTLY onto the new paper using a #2 pencil.  

4. You will be using value with color.  Plan your colors going from light to dark.  Using tempera paints, paint your portraits.   Be sure to consider the value so that the portraits look 3d.

Trying out different backgrounds on photoshop:

1. Take a picture of your project after you have painted the person only.  Be sure to get the taped background as part of it.

2. Get your photo onto the computer in class (if e-mailing, be sure to connect to the wi-fi to save your data)

3. Go to photoshop> File>Open and select your photo

4. Select the quick selection tool 
5.  Click on the white background to select it.

6. Click on the gradient tool and select the paint bucket:  


7.  Select the color you want by clicking on the black square(foreground color):  

8.  This will pull up a color pallet where you can select any color.  Click on the color you want.  

9. Now click the white background you selected to fill it with your color.  
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
